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Closed Loop, Recycled Water
The basic functions of the Hotwash Hot tank are: 
Platform Raise, Descend, Agitate (Soak if required) 
and Raise again. With the first function, the lid is 
raised and the work platform rises to the top of 
the tank. The work is loaded and unloaded in this 
position, increasing operator safety. 

During the agitation function, the platform is 
lowered and the platform is automatically agitated 
in the cleaning solution. If soaking is required, the 
platform is stopped at the bottom of the tank in the 
cleaning solution.

Specialised Applications
Hotwash Pneumatic Agitating Cleaning Tanks can be incorporated 
into a completely automatic production line, which can include 
automatic load-and-unload platforms actuated by an overhead 
conveyor or walking beam.

Hotwash tanks can also be used in conjunction with spray wash 
tanks, e.g. in phosphating plants, at the end of cleaning lines. Heated 
models are lagged on four sides and at the bottom. AII heated units 
are thermostatically controlled. 

A seven day time clock with day omitting option can be used for 
automatic start up and shut down of heating operation with weekend 
omission, if required. Tanks can be constructed of mild steel or 
stainless steel and may be rubber or plastic lined according to the 
type of cleaning required.
